
 

From Indianapolis:  take State Road 37 South to Paoli and head west on 

State Road 150, then west on Indiana 56. Turn on Monon Street just 

before the French Lick Resort. The Historic Scenic Railroad is on the 

left. Park in the RV Lot just past the Railroad Depot.  

From Louisville: Take I-64 W. to US-150 W exit, exit number 119, to 

GREENVILLE/PAOLI.  Travel on 150 to Prospect, turn West on IN -56 

going thru West Baden Springs to French Lick where the Railroad Depot 

on Monon Street is easily seen just before the French Lick Hotel. Turn at 

the Depot and park in the RV Lot.
